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Reef fears
are aired

MEETINGSwith coast communities are
dispelling myths about the expansion of
green zones on the reef, according to the
Great Barrier Reef Marine Park
Authority.
GBRMPA conservation, biodiversity

andworld heritage director JonDay said
the purpose of the community meetings
was to invite people’s opinions and cor-
rect misinformation.
‘‘There is a lot of misinformation out

there in the communities,’’ he said.
‘‘The purpose of the meetings is to ex-

plain what we’re doing and how they
(community) can help.’’
Mr Day said many people considered

the expansion of the green zones, or
marine sanctuaries, a ‘‘done deal’’.
‘‘Clearly it’s not,’’ he said.
Mr Day said the definition of ‘‘green

zones’’ was one area that needed clarifi-
cation. ‘‘Basically this means there is no
fishing and you can’t collect either,’’ he

said. ‘‘But you can still take a boat into
the area or go snorkelling or scuba
diving.’’

Mr Day said the meetings all had a
positive outcome, with many people
walking away with a greater under-
standing.

He urged people to make submissions
to GRBMPA by August 7 to have their
say on where the green zones should be.

He said all the submissions would be
addressed with Federal Environment
and Heritage Minister Dr David Kemp
before further community meetings
with specific interest groups.

Following this a draft plan would be
formally introduced by early next year,
Mr Day said.

‘‘Ifwe followall theprinciples,we think
around 25 per cent of the park will be a
no-take or green zone,’’ he said.

A $75,000 State Government
boost to a local gambling help
service will be used to counter
problem gambling with in-
creased services and community
education.

Reynolds said the fundingwould
e x p a n d o n T ow n s v i l l e
Centacare’s Gambling Help ser-
vice.
‘‘In addition to providing

counselling for people adversely
affected by gambling in Towns-
ville, the service will also provide
training and networking oppor-
tunities for workers in other
community-based organisations
in Townsville, Charters Towers
and Thuringowa,’’ Mr Reynolds
said.
‘‘Community education activi-

ties will also be undertaken

throughout the Townsville and
hinterland region, which also in-
cludes the Burdekin, Dalrymple,
Flinders and Hinchinbrook
areas.’’

Mr Reynolds said the funding
would be received over three
years.

He said themove was part of a
statewide improvement and ex-
pansion of the current gambling
help services.

Townsville Centacare Gam-
bling Help Service co-ordinator
Steve Parker said educating the
community about gambling was
just as important as picking up
the pieces.

‘‘Community education is all
part of dealing with the problem
of gambling,’’ Mr Parker said.

‘‘The idea is to get out there
and talk about it.’’

Mr Parker said Centacare also

provided comprehensive help

services including face-to-face

counselling for problem gam-

blers.

An information and referral

service known as the Gambling

Help Line was also available to

Townsville and hinterland resi-

dents on 1800 222050.

Famil ies Minister Judy

Spence said the funding was

part of nearly $10 million to be

allocated to gambling help ser-

vices in Queensland over the

next three years.

Ms Spence said about 22,000

Queenslandershadproblems re-

lated to gambling.

‘‘Problem gambling has been

called the hidden addiction with

many of the personal impacts

not visible to the general com-

munity,’’ she said.
