	The school plans to integrate the reef education units of work into the curriculum.

The Pre-School will learn about the GBR and perform the play ‘We take it all for granted’.

Years 1 - 3 will develop knowledge and understandings about the GBR and will use the Teaching Units; Our GBR and Caring for the Reef in Term 2 in alternate years.

The primary year levels MAY use:

· Reef Rangers

· The GBR and the coastal zone

· Exploring Local Wetlands as units in SOSE and Science in Term 2, in alternate years

Students will be encouraged and supported to use the

· GBR Explorer

· Visual Library

· Movie Library

· Web Quests 

To develop knowledge and understandings about the GBR, its protection and conservation.

Learning in all related programs will develop skills in investigating, communicating and participating in ways that protect the GBR.

Students will develop attitudes and behaviours that will demonstrate a respect for the environment and a commitment to act for its long-term protection.

The school will use World Environment Day to complement learning in the curriculum about the GBR. The theme ‘Wanted! Seas and oceans…dead or alive?’ will be explored.

Year 5 will investigate our local surroundings and their connection to the GBR.

All classes will use the Reef Beat series of posters and associated activities.


	Students will be involved in investigating, maintaining and improving the management of the school’s resources. For example:

· Water

· Waste

· Energy

The teachers maximise learning opportunities created by the school’s management of resources. 

We aim to address outputs that affect the GBR, for example stormwater and green waste.

The school will audit green waste in gutters surrounding the school and work towards reusing the waste as mulch on school gardens.

The school will employ best practice in the management of these resources at school and encourage similar practices in homes and the community.
	Students are involved in maintaining and improving the school and local environment. They participate in Clean Up Australia Day, Earth Day and World Environment Day clean up activities.

The school in collaboration with the local Council and Natural Resource Management organisation will identify and implement long term strategies in the area of green waste management and water quality improvement and work towards protecting the GBR.

Classes may participate in local revegetation or water quality monitoring programs.

Students will aim to initiate a Plastic Free Waters program and introduce the alternative, being calico bag program.

The school will aim to minimise the use of plastic wrapping within the school tuckshop
	Classes will work towards informing the school and local community about the environmental issues they contribute to that are affecting the GBR. For example:

· Disposal of waste

· Improving water quality

· Being energy efficient

Via the school newsletter, brochures, signage, school information nights and shopping centre displays.

School will consult and liaise with local Council and Natural Resource Management organisations to help educate the local community on environmental issues that affect the Reef where appropriate.
