Gutters and Side Entry Pits

Gutters are immediately cleaned after the grass is mowed

Compost

ڤ
The school has an area to place grass clippings and other green waste so it can be composted

Roof Guttering and Downpipe

ڤ
The roof guttering and downpipes are in good condition

ڤ
The roof guttering is regularly cleaned

Watering 

ڤ
The school has developed a method to prevent over-watering of gardens, lawns and ovals

Blower / Brooms

ڤ
Blowers / brooms are used for outdoor situations instead of a hose

Insect Spray and Fertilizers

Insect sprays and fertilizers are kept to a minimum

Car park

Staff with cars that leak oil place old carpet underneath the engine to catch the oil

Dog policy

The school has a policy to prevent dog droppings being left in the school grounds and on the outside footpath

Signs outside the school fence inform locals this is a dog dropping free zone

Mulching

Areas vulnerable to erosion are mulched

Bare ground is mulched

MAKING A COMMITMENT

Students can assist in reducing stormwater pollution in their school. Your class could meet and identify activities that they could be involved in including:

· Removing litter

· Educating other students not to litter

· Signage explaining to dog owners the importance of cleaning up after their dogs

· Placing bins in the best position so they are used properly

· Planting and mulching areas of soil in the school where there is a lot of water run-off

· Suggesting to the canteen how they can sell products with less packaging

· Doing surveys of cars in the car park that leak oil

· Cleaning dirt and leaves from concrete gutters

· Monitoring the school sprinklers

· Stencilling the water drains

· Establishing or maintaining a school compost system

· Producing and distributing a fact sheet of things that should and should not go down drains
