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Possible and Preferable Futures

What does the future hold for your local wetland?

Working in small groups, plot the significant events that have occurred in or around your local wetland to date on a timeline. As a group distinguish between those that, you think local societies had some control over (for example clearing for development), and those over which they had little control (for example flooding).

Possible futures are the events that you expect to occur in the future in and around your local wetland if it is not managed properly.  

Preferable futures are the events you would like to occur in the future in and around your local wetland.  Discuss the types of decisions and actions needed if these preferable futures are to eventuate.

Plot possible futures along the upper axis and preferable futures along the lower axis.
