Capricorn Coast Marine Community will support and document these outcomes through data collection, participation in selected school activities (where appropriate), and photographic documentation (with school permissions).
We can also provide a life-sized display turtle for school visits to support student learning about marine debris, fishing line impacts, boat strikes, strandings, and other key risks facing marine turtles and the marine environment.
